Contest Rules and Details

1. CONTEST ELIGIBILITY

Entrants must be residents of the Central Okanagan, defined as the area from Peachland to Oyama.

e Applicants must be between the ages of 8-18 at the time of the entry deadline.

e Applicants are permitted to enter in more than one category. Please fill out one entry form per submission

2. ART SUBMISSIONS

¢ Individual art projects cannot exceed 2' x 2'

e Collaborative or Group art projects cannot exceed 4' x 4'

All art projects must be submitted ready for display, ie/ art or photos framed with a string, wire or hook on the
back; posters laminated or sealed in a plastic folder .

3. WRITTEN SUBMISSIONS

o Written submissions should be typed and double-spaced, font size must be at least 12 points.

e Written submissions can include essays, poems, plays, short stories or any other written piece.

e For submissions in the child (age 8-12) category, entries cannot exceed 500 words (approx. 2 pages).

e For submissions in the youth (age 13-18) category, entries cannot exceed 1000 words (approx. 4 pages).
« Written submissions must be enclosed in a proper report cover for their protection.

4. FILM SUBMISSIONS (Group Only)

Film submissions must be formatted for DVD. Playing time must exceed 5 minutes. Film submissions can in-
clude PowerPoint Slide Shows as well as live action. There is no requirement that film submissions include
sound.

5. DROPPING OFF AND PICKING UP ENTRIES
All entries must be received at the Kelowna Family YMCA-YWCA no later than 4:00pm on October 2, 2009.
Entries must be accompanied by a completed entry form. Entries are to be submitted to:
