Creating a positive environment dedicated to youth is one
way the Y can support young people from our community.”

Zoe is a 15 year old student who has been going to the Y since 1999. “My mom put me in the
afterschool program when | was in kindergarten so my brother and | would have a safe place to go
when my mom was at work,” said Zoe. “| learned to swim there, joined the youth group when |
became a teenager and now | volunteer at the front desk once a week afterschool. One day | hope
to work fulltime for the Y and help others.”

The success of the Capital Campaign will enable the Kelowna Family Y to increase their impact
across the Central Okanagan and reach out to twice as many residents — an estimated 40,000
children, youth, families and seniors each year.
